10th grade research paper/presentation/wiki


You have an opportunity to research any career or job that interests you. During the research phase, you will collect information that makes you the expert in the room on that career. What do you do with that information?


There are three parts to the presentation of your expertise. I’ve listed them below in no particular order.


The wiki page. This page should contain all the information pertaining to your topic. Use hyperlinks within the text to move the reader to additional information. An annotated, hyperlinked list of sources should appear at the bottom of the page. If you need more than one wiki page to make the organization of your information easier, that is acceptable.


The research paper. This is a formal writing (so no 1st person pronouns!). The opening paragraph should introduce the topic and end with the thesis. The body of the paper formally presents the information you have gathered; the closing paragraph reiterates the thesis and wraps up the paper.
In addition, you must have:

· sources from 3 different media (encyclopedia, blog article, personal interview, magazine article, newspaper article, personal web page, for example)
· 4-8 typed, double-spaced pages in length; page numbering begins on first text page
· Acceptable fonts: Times New Roman, Book Antiqua, Helvetica. Font size 12 only.

· title page (no, it does NOT count as one of the pages); include 



title of paper, 



author’s name (yours), 



date, 



class (11th Grade English), 



school name, 



teacher name (Mrs. Cynthia Duprey).
· Works Cited page (which also does not count in the 4-8 page count). Check wiki for proper set-up.
· Use default margins (1” top and bottom; 1.25” right and left)

The presentation: This is your opportunity to teach the others about what you’ve learned and should be fun. Remember, you’re the expert now! All the information that’s in your research paper should be in your presentation. The presentation should be between 5-10 minutes with an additional 5 minutes for questions from the peanut gallery.

You must have:

· A visual. This can be a PowerPoint, a Prezi, a movie, posterboard – something interesting to look at that helps to keep the focus.

· A handout. This can be an outline of your slides, a list of cool facts, a food from the area. Be creative!
· Slides should have no more than 3 bullets to a slide; and preferably, there should be no bullets.
